 FINDING JOURNAL ARTICLES 

 

You need to find journal articles for a paper you are writing about violence/bullying that young people 

may experience in connection with online resources.  Periodical databases are designed to assist with this

In the ERIC (CSA) database conduct a search using the concepts derived from the topic violence/bullying 

that young people may experience in connection with online resources.  Go to the Library Resources for 

ELPA Cohort Program. .  Click Finding Journal Articles using Databases.  Choose ERIC. 

 

Select Advanced Search.  (Advanced Search helps with Boolean Logic and determining appropriate fields 

for concepts.) 

On the first line, first box type violence.  In the adjacent box type bullying.  

On the next line, first box type children.  In the adjacent box type adolescen* (* truncation: enables you to 

get various endings e.g., adolescent or adolescence.). 

On the next line, first box type online.  In the adjacent box type internet. 

(As you can see below, the adjacent boxes OR concepts while the separate lines AND them.) 

 

In the drop down menu to the right of each of these lines, select Keywords. 

Make your Date Range 1998-2008. 

Limit to Journal Articles Only and English. 

Click Search.

Limit your year range to 1997-2008. 

Select English as your language. 

Limit your search to Books. 

Click Search. 

After scanning the titles available, you decide to read Public Policy and Equal Educational Opportunity.  

Click on the title.   You check and there isn’t a copy available through MOBIUS.  You would like to 

borrow the item through Interlibrary loan. Scroll down to Request through ILL@ MU, click.  On the next 

screen you will be asked to provide your authentication information. (The first time that you use the 

system, you will have the opportunity to identify yourself as a distance learner and to provide the address 

to which you would like interlibrary loan items delivered.  The system should automatically attach this 

information to your subsequent requests.  If you want to be doubly certain though, you can add your 

preferred address to the note field of individual requests as well.).  Once you have entered this data, you 

should be taken to a form with the citation for this book.  Submit this form.  You will be contacted 

through interlibrary loan, when the book arrives. (Please do not actually complete this process, unless you 

want to read this book.)
